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The Public Utility Commission of Texas (Commission) proposes an amendment to §25.237 relding to
Fud Factors. The proposed amendment will conform the section to the requirement of Chapter 41 of
the Public Utility Regulatory Act (PURA). The commisson interprets this chapter as exempting electric
cooperatives from fuel reconciliations after September 1, 1999. The proposed amendment will
eliminate any reference to electric cooperatives in 825.237. Project Number 21232 has been assigned

to this proceeding.

Harold Hughes, S. Electric Utility Engineer in the Office of Regulatory Affairs, has determined that for
eech year of the firdt five-year period the proposed section isin effect there will be no fiscal implications

for state or local government as aresult of enforcing or administering the section.

Mr. Hughes has determined that for each year of the fira five years the proposed section is in effect the
public benefit anticipated as a result of enforcing the section will be to conform the commissons rule to
the requirements of Senate Bill 7, 76" Legidature, Regular Session (1999). There will be no effect on
andl busnesses or micro-busnesses as a result of enforcing this section.  There is no anticipated

economic cost to persons who are required to comply with the section as proposed.
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Mr. Hughes has dso determined that for each year of the first five years the proposed section isin effect
there should be no affect on a local economy, and therefore no locd employment impact statement is

required under Administrative Procedure Act 82001.022.

Comments on the proposed amendment (16 copies) may be submitted to the Filing Clerk, Public Utility
Commission of Texas, 1701 North Congress Avenue, P.O. Box 13326, Audtin, Texas 78711-3326,
within 30 days after publication. The commisson invites specific comments regarding the codts
asociated with, and benefits that will be gained by, implementation of the proposed section. The
commission will consder the costs and benefits in deciding whether to adopt the section. All comments

should refer to Project Number 21232

This amendment is proposed under the Public Utility Regulatory Act, Texas Utilities Code Annotated
§14.002 (Vernon 1998) (PURA), which provides the Public Utility Commission with the authority to
make and enforce rules reasonably required in the exercise of its powers and jurisdiction, and

gpecificaly PURA 841.004 which limits the commission's jurisdiction over electric cooperatives.
