Pablos has extensive experience in international trade and is a former honorary consul to 
Spain, playing a key role in promoting trade between the United States and Spain.  He 
also is past Chairman of the San Antonio Free Trade Alliance. 
 
As an attorney, Pablos served international clients as senior advisor to the law firm of 
SNR Denton and was general counsel for a French-based multinational company early in 
his career.  
 
Pablos served as Chairman of the Texas Racing Commission from October 2008 through 
September 2011.  He was appointed to the PUCT by Governor Rick Perry on September
